	1. Let’s begin our lesson. Good afternoon, children! (TML)
Come up to me. Let’s make a big circle. How are you today? Teacher throws a ball, pupils catch it and answer: 

I’m happy/sad/hot/cold/sleepy/hungry/thirsty.
Teacher divides class into four groups. 

Pupils choose cards with fruits (apples, oranges, bananas, pears) and sit at the table with this fruit.

So there are four groups today, I hope you’ll be active and work well today. 
Look at the table. There are some things on it. What is there on the table? Pupils name the food (apple, cake, juice, sweets)

What’s the theme of our lesson? (Food) Excellent!
Today we are going to learn the new words, listen to the story and do some tasks.

2. Phonetic drills: An apple a day keeps the doctor away (in chorus and individually)

3. Teacher: One two three What a magic tree! Look and say: What can you see?

Rule: a/an/some Pupils: I can see a/an/some…

Model: I can see…(in chorus)
Game “Slow-slow” (4-5 cards) Pupils: I can see…
“Guess” (children can only see the back of the flashcard)

Children guess: Is it a …? until the object has been guessed correctly. 
Teacher uses visual aids to model and practice food names (eliciting the vocabulary)

	4. New words: rice, meat, carrots, yogurt, fish, bread 

Listen and look, repeat (teacher hides the card one by one) One pupil says all the words.
5. Drilling

I don’t like fish

but I don’t like fish

I like yogurt but I don’t like fish

One pupil (as a teacher in front of the class)

6. There is a task on the table: draw smile if you like this food and a sad face if you don’t like it. Work in pairs (I like/don’t). Thank you for your practice! 2-3 pupils say to the teacher.
Learners listen to and sing along with the song “Do you like broccoli?” (Total Physical Response)

7. Drilling
Do you like meat? Yes, I do.

Do you like rice? No, I don’t.

Do you like bread? Yes, I do.

Do you like carrots? No, I don’t.

Pupils repeat questions and answers twice (faster), then only answer, then only questions and at last in random

Learners work in pairs and ask the questions Do you like…? and answer Yes, I do or No, I don’t. Pupils to each other: Thank you for your practice! Who wants to be a teacher?
One pupil (as a teacher in front of the class), the rest of the class answer in chorus. Well done!
8. Work in groups. Match the words with the pictures. (peer assessment) Look at the key and assess (other group). Congratulations!
9. Story “Dinnertime” Teacher uses a poster to present the story. What foods can you see in the pictures? (meat, carrots, yogurt, rice, salad)
Teacher asks: Where are the family? What’s happening? (pupils’predictions)

Pre-listening task: Listen and say what food Billy likes. 
After the first listening (without video) pupils answer the question. (yogurt)
Teacher plays the recording again (video).Pupils watch the video and answer the questions:

Does Billy like carrots? (No, he doesn’t)

Does Billy like yogurt? (Yes, he does)

Does Billy eat carrots? (Yes, he does)

Where does the yogurt go? (on his face)

Work in groups: Put the pictures in the right order and write the number in the boxes.

(self-assessment). Teacher shows the poster as the key for self-assessment. Raise your hands if you have 5 (4). Clap your hands. (formative assessment)
